3. SAFETY RULES —~ READ AND SAVE THESE _I'NSTR'U-CTIONS

Please observe the following general safety precautions carefully before and during all phases of

handing, installation, removal, operation and maintenance of this appliance.

1. Read all instructions and safety information. Review assembly diagrams provided before. installing
your new ceiling fan.

2. Make sure that all electrical connections comply with local codes, ordinances, or National electrical
codes. Hire a qualified electrician’or consult a do-it-yourself writing hand book if you are unfamiliar
with installing electrical wiring.

3. This appliance is'not intended for use by persons {including children) with reduced physical, sen-
sory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given
supervigion or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for thair safety

4. Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

5. All electiical works must only be undertaken after disconnection of the power by removing fuses. or
turning off the circuit breaker, to ensure all pole isolation of the electncal supply.

6. Do not use outdoors where it could be exposed fo water or moisture,

7. This manuat is not intended to instruct or assist untrained or unquaiiﬁed persons to install thns
ceiling fan. _

8. It is the responsibility of qualified, licensed instailer and user to apply common sense. and care at
all times during installation and operation.

9. After you install the fan, make sure that all connections are secure to prevent the fan from falling.

10. Instruction for supply connection: conductor of a fan identified as grounded conductor to be
connected to a grounded conductor of power supply, conductor of a fan identified as ungrounded
conductor to be connected to an ungrounded conductor of power supply, conductorof a fan
identified for equipment rounding to be connected to an equipment-rounding condugctor.

11. To reduce the risk of electric shock, do not use this fan with any solid-sate speed control device or
variable speed switch.

12. To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, or personat injury, do not bend the blade brackets
when installing the brackets, balancing the blades, or cleaning the fan. Do not insert foreign
objects between the rotating fan blades. Consult a qualified electrician if in doubt.

13. According to regulations and to provide a safe clearance from the floor, the lowest point on the
fan blade must be at least.2.3 meters from the floor,

14. The chosen location for the fan must not aliow the rotating blades to come into contact wﬁh any
object.

15. Please check carefully and make sure that ceiling jOlStS are strong enough and of adequate size
to support the weight of the fan.

16. To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock er personal injury, please sure that the fan mounting
bracket is directly supported from the building structure.

17. The maunting bracket must be firmly screwed to a load bearing building structure e.g. a concrete
ceiling, steel structure, or a timber frame. If additional timber frames are to be added, those must
be securely nailed or screwed between the beams,

18. Attach fan blades after the fan motor housing is installed and properly secured. Keep the motor
and blades in the original package until it is ready to be installed,

19. Check and confirm, after the fan is completely installed, that all connections are proper and
secure to prevent the fan from failing or causing properly damages or personal injury.

20. Both the fan with light kit (accessory) and the handing bracket must be earthed.

21. Make sure electricity is turned off af the main power box before cormmencing work. Turn off the
power by removing fuse or turning off circuit breaker before instaliing the fan and replacing lamps.
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4. JUNCTION BOX MOUNTING .
OPTIONS

Your new ceiling fan will require a grounded

electrical supply line of 220-240 voits AC,

50Hz circuit. The outlet box must be securely

anchored and capable. of withstanding a load
of at least 50 Ibs (22.7 kgs).

Figures 1,2 and. 3-are examples of different
ways to mount -the- outiet box.

Note: You may need & longer down rod fo
maintain proper blade clearance when
mstailzng_ on a steep, sloped ceiling. (Fig. 3)

To hang your fan where there is an existing
fixture but ho ceiling joist, you may need an
instailation hanger bar as shown in Fig. 4.

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5. Yoke & Downrod Assembly
Insert yoke cover and canopy through downrod
then insert lead wire through  downrod.
Ingert the downrod assembly into yoke:
Insert the cross pin thiough yoke and’
downrod and secure with cotter pin..
Tighten both set'screws from yoke to
further secure downrod. '

Pull down the yoke cover through
downeod and. put in place.
Insert canopy through downrod. (Fig. 8)

6. Hanging the Fan

. Lift fan assembly onto mounting bracket.

" Carefully litt fan assembly onto mounting
bracket.
Rotate fan so that the groove on the balt
engages the ridge in the mounting bracket.
{Fig.7)

7. Canopy installation |
Push up the canopy until the two:screws on
mounting bracket-are engaged with key holes
'in canopy. L -
Rotate ye.caﬁopy:sliﬁhtly until the iwo screw
heads are in the small end of key holes.

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8. ATTACHING THE FAN BLADES AND
BOTTOM COVER

Step 1 Atiach the blade fo thé.blade bracket
using the screws and tock washers, Start
screw into bracket. Repesat for thetwo
remaining screws. (Fig. 10)

Step 2 Tighten each screw. Make sure the
blade is straight.

Step 3 Fasten blade assembly to motor using
the screws supplied.

Step 4 Finafly install the bottom cover to the
shaft by rotating it clockwise. (Fig. 11)
