. Blades should be attached after motor housing is hung and in place.

Fan motor housing should be kept in carton until ready to be installed to protect its finish.
If you are installing more than one ceiling fan, make sure that you do not mix fan blade sets.

After making electrical connections, spliced conductors should be turned upward and
pushed carefully up into outlet box.

The wires should be spread apart with the grounded conductor and the equipment -
grounding conductor on one side of the outlet box and the “HOT” wires on the other side.

Light kits that are not packed with the fan must be UL listed and should be installed per
the light kit's installation instructions.
