Ceiling fan must be installed at least 2.5 meters above the floor. Make sure that your
installation area will not allow rotating fan blades to come in contact with any object when
fan is in operation.

The mounting bracket must be firmly screwed to a strong ceiling support such as a
concrete ceiling, steel structure, or a timber frame. If additional timber frames are to be
added, those must be securely nailed or screwed between the beams. All support must be
able to withstand motion of the moving fan and weight of at least 120 kg.

For safety regulation, the safety cable must be secured firmly with the mounting bracket

or with a separate anchor bolt with hook, which must be able to withstand motion of the
moving fan and weight of at least 120 kg.

After fan is completely installed, check to make sure that all connections are secured to
prevent fan from falling and/or causing damage or injury. Refrain from using product in
case of abnormalities, stop operation immediately and contact MR.KEN service center for
help and support.

. Condition of the ceiling fan, including all parts and suspension/support system, should be

checked annually by qualified technicians or authorized personnel. Any alterations or
replacements of any parts of the product must only be carried out by authorized personnel
by MR.KEN service center.

Maintenance and cleaning of the ceiling fan should be carried out annually by qualified
technicians or authorized personnel to ensure the normal functioning and prevention of
damage to fan motor.

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BLADE INSTALLATION

DOWNROD INSTALLATION

1. Remove the pin and ball screw from
the downrod assembly,then remove Downrod Ball
the downrod ball.
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2. Insert downrod through canopy and trim ring.

3.1 Remove cotter pin of the yoke and loosen
the 2 set screws on the downrod.

3.2 Route the wires and coupling cover
through the downrod and then slide the
downrod into the yoke on top of the motor.
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4.1 Reinstall the downrod ball on the
downrod. Position the pin through the
two holes in the downrod and align
the hanger ball so the pin is captured
in the groove. Pull the hanger ball up
tight against the pin and tighten the
set screws in the hanger ball.

4.2 Insert the cross pin through the yoke
and downrod. Tighten the downrod
screws to further secure the downrod.

LIGHT KIT INSTALLATION (WITH LIGHT)

1.1 Remove the three screws on the light
connecting plate, align the three holes
on the light kit with the screws on the
plate, then re-tighten the removed
screws

1.2 Use the 3 x screws toattach the LED
light kit to the bottom of the fan motor.

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EXTENSION SAFETY CABLE CONNECTION (OPTION)

Note: Each new downrod is packed with one new safety cable. One end of which is looped with
copper ring and the other one is looped with clamp end.

3. Pull straight and make both loops cross tightly. Then make sure all clamp screws are fastened.

DR: CEILING JOINT

1. Secure the mounting bracket to the ceiling
joint or structure that is capable of carrying a load
of at least 30kgs with 2 wood screws provided.

LEARNING PROCESS

NOTE : The Hand Held Remote Control is equipped with a learning ID function which has code
combinations to prevent potential interference from other remote units.

Step: 1. Install 2pcs DC1.5V/AAA batteries in transmitter. Within 30 seconds of turning the Receiver AC
power ON, press the transmitter “ (D button.

Step: 2. Press () about 5 seconds, once the receiver has detected the ID, the receiver will make sound,
Bi Bi, twice. This will indicate the receiver has learned the ID that was previously selected on
the transmitter

Note: After the AC power is on, do not press any other buttons on the transmitter before touching
button. Because doing so will cause the procedure to fail. After completing the steps above,
you should be able to operate the ceiling fan and light. If the ceiling fan is not responding to
the transmitter, please turn the power off to the receiver and repeat step 1 and 2.

Note: Remove the battery if not used for long periods of time to prevent damage to the hand held remote.
